They provide funding and resources to communities, monitor the status of B.C. First Nations 
languages and develop policy recommendations for B.C. First Nations leadership and 
government.

Gwaii Trust Society owns and manages a multi-million-dollar perpetual fund for the benefit of 
all the people of Haida Gwaii. The fund generates investment income, and the society 
distributes part of that income every year through a variety of grant programs.
